Dear Senator or Representative:

I write to you with concern regarding the Federal Communications Commission’s (FCC) National Broadband Plan (NBP).  As an employee, customer, vendor of a small independent communications company, name of company located in town, I believe that the NBP will have a negative impact on broadband deployment, adoption and service in my community.

While I support the efforts of the FCC to develop and broadband-focused Universal Service Fund (USF) mechanism, the NBP approach is fundamentally flawed and should not be instituted.   Additionally, the FCC should not impose caps or freezes on the high-cost portion of the USF or shift rural communications service providers to incentive regulation.
For decades, small independent communications service providers have invested in networks in rural areas based on a relatively predictable regulatory structure and support provided by the USF.  As proposed, the NBP abandons this approach endangering the national goal of affordable and comparable service for all citizens, including those living in rural areas.
The economic future of our nation is riding on the development of a robust communications network.  The NBP as written will lead to job loss, less investment in rural areas, a further erosion of state and local economies, and the deterioration of communications in our community.
